NCMGA Membership Meeting Minutes
 January 7, 2012

California State University, Chico Farm Classroom #3

Lunch Program:  President Jon Blevins presented the National Agriculture Statistics Survey Report (NASS), which some members have or will be receiving.  Discussion followed concerning the importance of providing the information requested.  Data collected from NASS helps USDA determine goat industry trends and where to allocate money, when available.
Membership Meeting:  The meeting was called to order at 12:45 by President Jon Blevins.  Minutes from the meeting of Sept. 10, 2011 were reviewed.  Jan Quisenberry moved to accept the minutes as written and Mary Pryde seconded the motion.  Motion passed.
Jon Blevins gave the Presidents Report, welcoming everyone to the meeting.  He also shared and congratulated Mary Pryde for her nomination to the board of the American Goat Federation.  There was no Vice President’s or Secretary’s Report.  Teddy Drinnin, NCMGA Treasurer stated that there was currently a balance of $7548.57. 

Under Old Business, there was a discussion of the 2011 Special Reserve Sale.  President Jon Blevins indicated that the sale went very well, but as with any first time sale, there were areas that needed to be tightened up.   Jon indicated that there was over $15000 transacted in the sale, with an average of $342/head.  There will be a 2012 sale and that sale will be moved ahead an hour, with food/drinks being available.  A big thank you to Sue Hobby for her efforts, the various youth who handled the sale goats and others that were involved in the successful sale.  Jan Quisenberry moved to hold the 2012 Special Reserve sale in conjunction with Goat Education Day and Amanda Arroyo seconded.  Motion passed.  

Under additional Old Business, Jon indicated that NCMGA taxes had been paid.  Also, there have been several attempts at scheduling a meeting with CAMGA, but for several reasons that has not happened.  Jan Quisenberry moved to table efforts to meet with CAMGA until further notice.  Motion was seconded by Teddy Drinnin.  Motion passed.

Under New Business, President Jon Blevins shared with the group that the NCMGA Board was in the process of updating NCMGA By-Laws, which were originally written in 2004.  In addition to updating terminology and changes, the new code of ethics and Committee Job Descriptions were also presented.  Mary Pryde nominated Susan Young to retype the By-Laws. Teddy Drinnin, Kristine Raimer and Amanda Arroyo will work with Jan Quisenberry on the Commercial Sale Committee.  Mary Pryde suggested that the Commercial Spring Sale committee to meet by Jan 31, 2012 and determine if the sale could be held this year.  

NCMGA will purchase two (2) trade show displays that will be available to the membership.  One of the displays will be available to member in the southern part of the membership area, with the other available to members in the north.  

NCMGA received a membership certificate as a founding member of the American Goat Federation.

Kristine Raimer, NCMGA Fundraising Chair will be selling raffle tickets for two (2) $100. gift cards to Tractor Supply.  Tickets are $1 each or 6 tickets for $5.  Drawing will be held at Chico States Sheep/Goat Day on February 11.  Kristine asked for future prize suggestions which were hay, Nasco products and a Goat Handler.

Mary Pryde announced that the City of Anderson was interested in a grazing contract.  Also, she will put together a wether list of any producers have wethers available this year. Mary will email that list to state FFA and 4-H chapters/clubs.
The Education Committee had no report.

Mayo Delaloza, NCMGA Youth Committee Chair, had his daughter Shannel give the youth report.  Shannel discussed the new NCMGA Premier Youth Future Producer Award and the High Point Buckle for Showmanship participation.  Contests must be pre-entered by the youth by March 1.  The contests run until October 1.  Submissions for the producer award must be submitted to the board no later than May 1.  Kristine Raimer will be the point collector.
